Round 2 Phillip Island: 
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Great weekend for Francoise Habbib
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Danny Timewell put in a very consistent weekend

Chas’s Tech Talk
              I would like to talk at length about some interesting details about muffling exhaust noise on a race engine. The obvious is to reduce the noise to an acceptable level without losing too much power. This noise problem is not such a problem when an engine is turbocharged, when the exhaust gases spin up the turbine some of the energy stored in the escaping exhaust gas pulse is lost in the process. In any case the exhaust noise is not the only disturbance but is perhaps the most important. The air intake also creates a pulsing of the air when entering the engine. The staccato bark of an open exhaust can carry a considerable distance, and is more prominent than the air intake. With multi cylinders using the same tail pipe the exhaust pulses following closely upon one another, seems to make the problem of taking off the “bark” easier. Another noise issue is the gears in the gear box, a racing gearbox uses “strait cut” gears, and this is done for strength and ease of manufacture, but is much noisier than “bevel cut” gears. Bevel gears are used in road cars for their quietness, but under high load are much more prone to failure. 

                  The principle underlying the action of muffling is fairly simple. At the moment of opening of the exhaust valve the pressure conditions are such that the gases issue at velocities of approximately 2,000 ft. per second. The problem then becomes to reduce this velocity below that of sound (1,100 ft. per second) without causing undue back pressure. The bark of the open exhaust is due to the issuing of the gasses at velocities higher than that of sound, and the main disturbance is suppressed as soon as the velocities are brought below 1,100 ft. per second. When the gasses leave the exhaust valve they are under pressure and expanding and are hot, The further they travel the pulses begin to lose heat, reduce in size, and reduce their speed. Unfortunately on the relatively short length of exhaust as used on a race car, these will have little effect. We must then resort to placing a muffler of some design on the out let end of the exhaust system.
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I did some back to back test on an engine dyno, with a 700 bhp engine and tried three types of mufflers commercially available. See attached drawings. (Apologies for the quality of the drawings) The Moroso and the Gonzo (the Gonzo, made in Qld and used on sprint cars). Both of these used a 20 mm tube with a spiral 
similar to that used in a grain auger, wrapped around the tube. The idea being, by making the gasses spiral this would slow the speed of the gasses and reduce the incidence of the pulse. When a gas or water spirals along a tube it will travel faster than if it flows straight. The third muffler was a conventional straight through tube with perforated holes, allowing some of the pulse to escape through the holes into the packing surrounding the main tube. The standard to compare the mufflers to was a straight through pipe, of the same length and diameter. The Morroso muffler had the greater BHP loss at 35 BHP the noise suppression was good at low rpm, and increased at high rpm, but still within race limits. The Gonzo and the perforated tube muffler both lost the same BHP, that being 10 bhp. Which was surprising! With the Gonzo giving greater noise suppression. The orger like spirals is effective in smoothing and reducing the pulses. By using double the length of spirals in the Gonzo, this reduced considerably the resistance and back pressure as seen in the Morroso. So obviously Gonzo is onto something with his mufflers.
